@®Make sure the camera's main switch is
turned off before exchanging the focusing
screen to prevent the shutter from being
released inadvertently.

The focusing screens (to be abbreviated to F.S.)

should be interchaged as follows:

1) Open the case and push the portion indicated by
the arrow to pick up the tweezers as shown. The
front end of the tweezers can be opened by
holding the handle with your fingers.

2) Remove the lens from the camera body, and
place the body with the lens mount facing slightly
upwards as shown. As illustrated, press the
screen retainer in the direction of arrow by
tweezers until the F. S. moves down together
with its frame.
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When replacing the F. S., keep depressing the

preview lever on the camera body so that the

preview lever insaide the lens mount will not be in
the way.

3) Take the F. S. out with the tweezers.

4) Stand the F. S. up in the case's slot. Place the
other on its frame using the tweezers.

5) Make sure the F. S. is in the frame and push the
frame upward with the other end of the tweezers
until you hear a click that indicates the frame is
fixed in place.

Precautions for Use

Do not touch the focusing screen directly with your
fingers. Because the focusing screen is made of
plastic, clean it by using only a blower. If you don't,
you may scratch the surface. There is a place on
the outside of the screen that is meent to be
grasped by tweezers. Use only tweezers, grasping
that part, when you handle the screen.
